NJD – 29th Jan: OK I am now on absolute last straw. 8.02 from HOP was FOUR CARRIAGES. Squeezed on 8.13 but could hardly breathe - people from Brockley got angry, people from NCG got angry. I thought I was going to pass out. Then at London Bridge the doors wouldn't open and someone had to pull the emergency door opener and force the doors because people were panicing.

Jon Lloyd – 24th Jan: The 6.18pm from LB to Victoria last night was cut from 8-4 carriages for no particular reason. Maybe their 'state of the art' weighting system tells them that's all that is needed, but there was certainly still 8 carriages worth of people on that train last night.

Michael – 24th Jan: Only 4 carriages on the 7:20 this morning, half the normal length. Nasty squeeze.

Grahamw – 24th Jan: It was hell this morning at around 9... the 8.53 was cancelled creating a backlog of people - I pity the people at HOP, Brockley and NCG - a lot of people just couldn't get on the train!
I was thinking how dangerous it is. On a tube train at least there are lots of things to hang on to, but the train companies seem to somehow be in denial that people actually have to stand up, and so don't provide anything to steady yourself..

Nevermodern 23rd Jan: I feel like there have been more late or cancelled trains to LB lately. The 8.53 was always pretty reliable, but lately seems to get delayed or cancelled quite a lot, so there are more people to get on than there would normally be. And if you get just one cancelled train then the dreaded four-carriager...

Michael - 23rd Jan: The 7:30 was cancelled this morning

NJD – 23rd Jan: This morning was really bad. Couldn't get on 07.45 and just about got onto 08.03 - which was of course late. How about compensation for late trains from Southern? I'd say that it's late about 60% of the time. It's getting ridiculous.

Loca – 22nd Jan: Is it me, or are these trains getting busier and busier now that the East London Line is closed. No matter what train I get I still have to stand and sometimes have trouble even getting on.
The same on the way home from London Bridge, yesterday's train the 1836 was late and lots of people didn't even get on it.
