Mental health assessments

Mental health assessments are still attended by us in order to assist doctors in order to ensure that everything that
takes place during the assessment is legal and proportionate.

If you know someone or are someone in need of help with their mental health, call 101, or 111 for medical.

Criminal behaviour order

Criminal behaviour order has been issued to a male within the community who has been a problem for the local
businesses primarily public houses located on Dartmouth road.

Backfilling for ERPT (Emergency Response Policing Team)

Due to mass training for officers on ERPT in order to keep their skills honed SNT have been taking their places on
ERPT responding to 999 calls, this is not only essential to maintain the number of officers responding at a satisfacto-
ry level but also a great way for SNT officers to continue to stay familiar with the BCU as a whole and refresh their
skills of dealing with different situations that they may face when responding to calls.

General patrol

Patrol of the ward is always the best way to see the ward in all its glory, speaking with shop workers residents and
passers through. When on patrol SNT officers often visit victims for reassurance checks and local businesses to be
aware of any ongoing incidents in the locality in which hasn't been reported.

We have patrolled in uniform and plain clothes at various times throughout the last few months along with mobile
patrols in marked and unmarked vehicles.

We have received multiple emails regarding vehicle marking. Although we haven't attended addresses yet to mark vehicles

Vehicle window etching — Glass etching with unique codes to individual pack that is issued.

Security stickers —Special security stickers that we place on the engine or chassis out of sight this sticker cannot be re-
moved easily and leaves a mark.

| G LR -

Visible security stickers —These stickers can be put as a visible deterrent against vehicle thieves. Placed inside and easy to
remove in case you no longer want it on show.

DNA marking drops —These drops can be applied via the applicator which is a clear dot barely visible to any device or
property which has unique DNA assigned to individual packs. This is good for laptops or any high value property.

Information —Security information for your vehicle such as steering wheel locks and pedal locks ghost immobilizers and
faraday pouches.

Tool marking kits —Much like the DNA marking drops specifically designed for tools.

Tool theft is often unpredictable and a spur of the moment type theft. Marking your tools insure that if
these tools are ever found on someone, in someone’s vehicle, at a car boot sale, or found in a raid they
can be easily identified not only returned to the original owner but it also proves that they belong to
another thus giving further evidence to convict the seller of handling stolen goods or theft.

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Updates from Forest Hill SNT

ASB— ASB is a persistent concern of Forest Hill SNT. ASB not only causes issues for individuals but the residents
and anyone who is in the ward. To deal with ASB Forest Hill SNT often problem solve themselves, contacting Lewi-
sham council or housing. CPW’s CPN’s and community resolutions. Dartmouth road has been a priority for Forest
Hill SNT focusing on public order and drug use within the area.

Drugs—The Hill Public House was targeted by ourselves to conduct a warrant to tackle drug use, this was a posi-
tive outcome resulting in drugs and weapons being taken off the streets, The Hill has new staff and have stated to
be firmer with their customers.

Public order—Street drinking has been a problem as of late, SNT are aware and slowly helping those who need it

and dealing with those who cause ASB through this action.
Events / School visits — Forest Hill SNT is open to welcoming ideas for events or visits to schools if requested.
Street Meets — Forest Hill SNT will be conducting street meets where officers will be posted at a location to

answer any questions that residents or members of the public have.

Crime stats within FOREST HILL

FOREST HILL has over 15,174 residents according to a population census taken in 2021 the true number of people
who live within FOREST HILL will be bordering 20,000 not to mention people who commute through or visit/work
within the area.

. You will get the unique opportunity to talk to officers on a one-to-one basis and gain better knowledge
on how the Met police.

. Please note—due to high influx of applications for this scheme, it can take up to four weeks for the Met

to get back to you in relation to your application.

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MOTOR VEHICLE CRIME OPERATION

Recently Forest Hill SNT along with Perry Vale & Crofton Park SNT took part in a Motor ve-
hicle operation which took place over the whole Lewisham borough this was to combat
vehicle crime such as Theft from motor vehicle, Theft of Motor vehicle and general crime
that takes place whilst using Motor vehicles.

Dog unit, Traffic police and solo bikers were also involved and officers worked together in
order to achieve a good outcome for not only Lewisham but Forest Hill as well due to
officers being tasked specific areas to target within the ward to deal with the ongoing ve-

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MOTOR VEHICLE CRIME OPERATION

This operation retrieved some great results leading to multiple arrests, return of multi-
ple stolen vehicles and even TOR'’s issued (Traffic offence reports) which are essentially
tickets.

Vehicles were taken off of the road due to them not being suitable, such as people
operating vehicles without licences and or no insurance and even using vehicles to deal
drugs were stopped and dealt with accordingly.

- Knife found on suspect that ran from police.

- Vehicle that crashed after pursuit with police also contained hunting knife and machete.

- Door panel of vehicle where drugs were found during a search.

Police / suspects / members of public no one was hurt during this operation.

Arrests made and weapons/drugs/Vehicles taken off the
street making it that little bit safer.
